Street vendors selling satay  with hot sauce (for 5-
10 baht a piece) Finding a kanom roti  street vendor is a must if 
you like sweets. The crepe-like dessert is filled with sweetened 
condensed milk, lots of sugar, and can also have bananas inside.
